Adoption of Agenda

Claflin University:  Resolution Authorizing Public Hearing (Regular Session Item #1)

The Authority was asked to adopt a resolution authorizing a public hearing to be held by the Authority with respect to the issuance of not exceeding $20,000,000 Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds (Claflin University Project), Series 2003, of the Educational Facilities Authority for Private Nonprofit Institutions of Higher Learning.  The bonds will be used to defray the cost of (1)(a) constructing, furnishing and equipping a 300-bed dormitory and a dining facility, and (b) renovating, furnishing and equipping an existing dormitory and other campus facilities; (2) refinancing $5,415,000 outstanding principal amount of the Authority’s $5,780,000 original principal amount Educational Facilities Revenue Bonds, Series 1997; and (3) paying certain costs of issuance related to the Bonds.

Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, requires that a public hearing be held prior to the issuance of the bonds.  The notice of a public hearing will be published in a newspaper of general circulation in Orangeburg County.

Information relating to this matter has been retained in these files and is identified as Exhibit 1.
